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“Frantz Fanon: Ezilenlerin ve Miilksiizlerin Diisiiniiri”

Ozet

Bu makale, siyah diigiiniir ve devrimci Frantz Fanon’un diisiinsel gelisimini
biyografik notlarla birlikte analiz etme amacindadir. Buna ilave olarak, Fanon’un
1950’lerden bugiine degisen konjonktiirlerde ortaya c¢ikan farkli politik hareketleri
ve diislince akimlarini nasil etkiledigi de anlatilmaktadir. Fanon’a olan 1960 ve
1970’lerdeki devrimci (somiirgecilik karsiti) ilgi, 1980’lerle birlikte daha kiiltiirel ve
“kimlik¢i” (post-kolonyal) bir igerik kazanmaya basladi. Kesin olan sudur ki, icerigi
ve bicimi farklilik gdsterse de, ilgi artarak devam etmektedir. Bugiin kimilerince
“Fanon Caligsmalar1” olarak adlandirilacak kadar biiylik ve genis bir ilgi alan1 vardir.
Kuzey Afrika ve Orta Dogu’da 2011°de basglayan ve Arap Bahari denen toplumsal
ve politik hareketlerle bakilinca, ilginin siirecegi ve belki de yine icerik degistirecegi
tahmin edilebilir. Dolayistyla bu ¢alisma, ge¢miste kalan bir Fanon hakkinda oldugu
kadar, ayn1 zamanda giincel bir Fanon hakkindadir.
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Abstract

This article examines the intellectual itinerary of Frantz Fanon as a black thinker and
a revolutionary. It also explains the ways in which Fanon influenced an array of
political movements and intellectual currents that emerged at different conjunctures
since the 1950s. While the interest in Fanon was a product of revolutionary and anti-
colonialist politics in the 1960s and 1970s, since the 1980s Fanon has become part
of an emerging postcolonial debate primarily concerned with the politics of culture
and identity. What is certain is that the interest in Fanon has been growing
exponentially, although the focus of interest has shifted. Fanon has become a vast
study area providing a wide range of subjects to such an extent that scholars, now,
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acknowledge a new field of enquiry called “Fanon Studies”. Given the impact of
the social and political movements referred to as the “Arab Spring” that broke out in
North Africa and the Middle East in 2011, it might be argued that this sustained
interest in Fanon will open up whole new areas of study. Thus, this article analyzes
not only his legacy, but also the contemporary relevance of Fanon.

Abstract

Walter Rodney (1942-1980), pan-African historian and political activist, drew upon
important traditions in the historical scholarship of the black world. Although he
followed the lead of such towering figures such as C.L.R. James and W.E.B.
DuBois, his own scholarship remained outside the mainstream of institutionalized
knowledge that was entrenched within the Africanist tradition, the dominant
approach to the study of Africa during the Cold War era. This article discusses these
traditions and Rodney’s life and work with a focus upon his writings on African
history, and concludes by suggesting ways that his scholarship can offer a useful
framework for pursuing the study of Africa in the post-African Studies era.

Pan-Afrikanist tarih¢i ve politik eylemci Walter Rodney (1942-1980) ¢alismalarinda
siyah diinyanin tarihi aragtirmalarindaki 6nemli geleneklerden faydalandi. C. L. R.
James ve W. E. B. DuBois gibi 6nde gelen isimlerin yolundan gitse de, kendi
calismalar1 Soguk Savas doneminde Afrika calismalarinda egemen olan ve
Afrikanist gelenegin igine yerlesmis kurumsallasmis ana akim bilginin disinda yer
aldi. Makale hem bu gelenekleri hem de Afrika tarihiyle ilgili yazilarina odaklanarak
Rodney'nin hayati ve ¢alismalarint ele aliyor, ve Rodney'nin ¢aligmalarinin Afrika
Caligmalar1 sonrasi donemde Afrikay: incelemeyi siirdiirmek i¢in ne sekilde yararl
bir ¢ergeve olusturabilecegini dnererek sonuglaniyor.
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“Toplumsal Yapilar ve Siddet: Ruanda Ornegi”

Ozet

Bu makalede Ruanda’nin toplumsal 6zellikleri ve bunlarin iilkede yasanan siddet
olaylariyla baglantisi aktarilmaya ¢alisilmistir. Yasanan siddet olaylarinin soykirima
doniismesi bu lilkeye has sosyo-politik siireglerle ilgilidir. Ruanda’da hiyerarsi ve
itaate dayali bir toplumsal yapt mevcuttur. Devletin ve biirokrasinin niifuzu
yiiksektir ve yillardir devamlilik gosteren merkezi bir siyasi yapiya rastlanmaktadir.
Bu 0zellikler, siyasi ve ekonomik kurumlari paylasamayan iki gruba siddet
dongiisiinde etkin bir mobilizasyon i¢in zemin saglamigtir. Siddet tekelini elinde
bulundurma, halk: irk kategorizasyonu ile kayit altina alma, itaati saglama, etkin
yaptirim uygulama giicii ve gbzetim mekanizmalari, ekonomik anlamda gelismemis
bir yapisi olsa da, devletin halk iizerinde biiyiik niifuzu oldugunu gdstermektedir.
Modern 6zelliklerin kirilarak yerlestigi bu iilkede moderniteyle tanimlanan bir sug
olan soykirim gergeklesmistir. Hutu topluluk planli ve organize bigimde Tutsileri
oldiirmiistiir. Soykirim eylemlerinin bitmesinin ardindan iilkede Onemli bir
uluslararast mahkeme kurulmus, toplumsal uzlagma siiregleri baglatilmistir. Hem
ulusal mahkemelerde hem Ruanda igin Uluslararasi Ceza Mahkemesi’nde
giiniimiizde de durugmalar devam etmektedir.

Abstract

This paper studies Rwanda and violent events that have once occurred in Rwanda.
Rwanda has a social structure characterized with hierarchy and submissiveness.
Rwandan state and bureacucacy has a high level of influence and there is a
perpetuating centralized political structure. These features has provided a basis for
the effective mobilization in the cycle of violence between the two groups, which
are in conflict as to sharing part in political and economic institutions. Those
peculiarities as holding monopoly of violence, registering population by racial
categorization, ensuring submissiveness, effective enforcement and surveillance
mechanisms, though they are rudimentary, show great influence of the state over
the people. There has happened genocide, which is defined in terms of modernity, in
Rwanda where modern characteristics were established rather in a broken down
manner. Hutu community killed Tutsis in a planned and organized way. After
genocidal activities stopped, there established an important international court and
societal reconciliation process has been launched. Prosecutions and trials are
continuing in both national courts and International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda
today.
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
