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“Lula Doneminde Brezilya’nmin Afrika Politikasi:
“Giiney-Giiney” Isbirligi Nereye?”

Ozet

Bu makale, Brezilya’nin son dénemde Afrika’yla gelistirdigi yakin iligkinin dogasim
anlamaya yoneliktir. Brezilya, Afrika’yla en az 200 yildir etkilesim i¢inde olmasina
ragmen, ancak son on yilda kitayla saglam baglar ve giiclii ortakliklar kurabilmistir.
S6z konusu donemde 6zellikle Sahra-altt Afrika, sadece Brezilya’nin degil, Cin ve
Hindistan gibi diger yiikselen giiclerin de, kiiresel ekonomi ve siyasetteki
konumlarimi giiclendirmeleri agisindan Snemli bir giic miicadelesi alani haline
gelmistir. Ancak Brezilya’nin Afrika’da artan roliiniin ardinda yatan dinamikler,
sadece bu temelde anlagilamaz. Afrika disinda en ¢ok siyahi niifusa sahip iilke olan
Brezilya, kitayla arasindaki tarihsel ve kiiltiirel baglar1 “Giliney-Giiney” iliskileri
kapsaminda giiclendirmeyi hedeflemektedir. Makalede ileri siiriilen diisiince, Lula
doneminde Brezilya’'nin Afrika’ya yonelik politikalarinin temelini olusturan
“Giiney-Giiney” kalkinma isbirligi siirecinin, kitaya yonelik geleneksel Kuzey-
Giiney iligkilerinin mantigindan ¢ok fazla ayrilmadigi hatta yeni bir bagimlilik ve
emperyalizm bigimi oldugu yoniindedir.

Abstract

This article aims to understand the nature of close relations which Brazil has
recently developed with Africa. Despite having close ties with Africa dating back at
least 200 years, Brazil could have established greater cooperation and strong
linkages not before the last decade. Sub-Saharan Africa, in particular, has become
an important arena of power struggle in the same period for not only Brazil but also
other rising powers such as China and India in terms of strengthening their positions
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in the global economy and politics. However, the underlying dynamics of Brazil’s
rising role in Africa cannot be realized merely on this basis. Brazil which has the
biggest black population in the world outside Africa intends to strengthen deep-
rooted historical and cultural ties between regions within the “South-South”
relations. In the article, it is suggested that “South-South” development cooperation
process which provides a new basis for Brazil’s policies towards Africa in the Lula
era, does not differ greatly from the idea of traditional North-South relations, in fact
is a new form of dependency and imperialism.

Ozet

Bu makalede Soguk Savas sonrasinda bolgesel gii¢ olma iddias1 tagiyan Hindistan’in
dis politikasinda yasanan degisimler ¢ercevesinde Afrika’ya yonelik politikasi ele
alimmaktadir. Cografi nedenlerle Afrika ile ¢ok eski tarihlerden beri iliskisi bulunan
Hindistan’in Soguk Savas iginde bagimsizligini kazandiktan sonra Baglantisizlar
Hareketi igindeki lider konumu ve somiirgecilik karsiti sdylemi, 1960’larda
bagimsizliklarint kazanan Afrika iilkeleri nezdindeki konumunu gii¢lendirmistir.
Ozellikle siyasi ve Kkiiltiirel iliskilerin son derece yakin oldugu bu dénemde
Hindistan ekonomik yardimlarla da Afrika {ilkelerini desteklemistir. 1980°lerle
birlikte liberal ekonomi politikalar: izlemeye baslayan Hindistan, Soguk Savas’in
sona ermesiyle birlikte daha pragmatik ve ekonomi temelli bir dis politika anlayisi
benimsemeye basladi. “Afrika Ac¢ilimi” ile kitayla siyasi ve ekonomik iligkiler
gelistirilirken, Gliney-Giiney isbirligi ¢er¢evesinde uluslararasi sistemde etkili bir
giic olma hedefi de 6ne ¢ikarildi.

Abstract

This article investigates India’s Africa policy in the context of the changes in foreign
policy of this country, which claims to be a regional power in the post-Cold War era.
India has a long-term relationship with Africa due to the geographical factors. These
relations have fortified India’s position in the eyes of the African nations that
became independent in the 1960’s, since India had long used an anti-colonial
discourse and held the leadership position among the Non-Aligned Movement after
the country gained its independence during the Cold War. In this period of close
political and cultural ties, India also supported African countries with economic
aids. With the 1980’s, however, the country began to pursue liberal economic
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policies and adopted a more pragmatic and economy-based foreign policy by the end
of the Cold War. Meanwhile, as India’s political and economic relations developed
with the Continent thanks to its ‘African Initiative’, the country highlighted its
objective to become an influential power in the international system in the context of

South-South cooperation.

Ozet

Ikinci Diinya Savasi sonrasinda birbiri ardina bagimsizliklarim kazanan Afrika
iilkeleri, uzun yillar boyunca Tiirk Dig Politikasi’nda ihmal edilen bélgelerin baginda
gelmis ve kitanin kuzeyindeki bazi iilkeler hari¢, Afrika {ilkeleriyle iligkileri
gelistirme yoniinde Tiirkiye tarafindan ¢ok fazla caba gosterilmemistir. 1990’1
yillarin sonuna gelindiginde ise, alinan “Afrika’ya A¢ilim” karari ¢ergevesinde bu
dis politika anlayisinda radikal bir degisiklik gézlemlenmeye baslanmistir. Makale
kapsaminda oncelikle, Tiirkiye’nin kita ilkeleriyle olan iligkileri tarihsel olarak
incelenecek ve bu alanda atilan adimlar ana hatlariyla ele almacaktir. Ancak bu
makale, Tiirkiye’nin Afrika {ilkeleriyle iliskilerinin kronolojik bir takibini
yapmaktan ibaret olmayip, gegtigimiz elli y1l boyunca izlenen politikadan bugiinlere
nasil gelindiginin kaydini tutma ve Tiirk Dis Politikasi’nda yasanan bu 6nemli
degisikligin nedenlerini sorgulama amacini tagimaktadir.

Abstract

African countries which gained their independence one by one following the Second
World War, was highly neglected in Turkish foreign policy and Turkey did not
make considerable efforts to improve its relations with these countries except with
the ones in Northern Africa. However, the approval of “Opening to Africa” Policy in
late 1990s reflected a significant rhetoric shift in this policy. Within the context of
this article, the milestones in Turkish-African relations will be elaborated by a
historical perspective. This does not necessarily mean that the article merely tries to
provide a chronological overview of Turkey’s improving relations with African
countries but it also aims to analyze the reasons of this considerable change on the
foreign policy attitude towards Africa within the last few years.

George W. Bush doneminde ABD'nin Afrika politikalarinda birgok gelisme
yasanmistir. Bu durum, Bush yonetiminin 2002'de agiklanan "Ulusal Giivenlik
Stratejisi"nde vurgulanmistir. Bu baglamda ABD Afrika'ya olan yardimlarimi ve
kitadaki askeri varligini artirmistir. Bu gelismelere bakarak Afrikanin Amerikan dis
politikasinda birincil 6neme sahip oldugu sdylenilemez fakat ABD igin kitadaki
gelismeler 1s1ginda ve diger global aktorlerin faaliyetlerine bakildiginda yeni bir
miicadele alani olacagi ¢ikarimi yapilabilir. ABD'nin kitadaki faaliyetlerinin arttig1
bu donemin kitada yeni petrol kesiflerinin ardindan gelmesi de ABD'nin Afrika
politikalarina kars1 kuskulara neden olmustur. Ayrica diger kiiresel aktdrlerinde
Afrika'da bulunmasi bu kugkular1 artirmaktadir. Zira ABD Afrika'da kendi ulusal
cikarlart icin mi yoksa Soguk Savas'in ardindan olusan tek kutuplu diinyada
demokrasi ve insan haklar1 gibi ilkeler i¢in mi faaliyet gostermektedir? Bu ¢alisma
bu soruya genel olarak Amerikan dis politika karakteristigine ve Afrika
politikalarmin tarihsel Ozetine bakarak ve bunun yaninda ABD'nin kitadaki
faaliyetlerini irdeleyerek yanit aramaktadir.

Abstract

During George W. Bush term, many developments have occurred in the US African
policies. This situation was highlighted in Bush administration's "National Security
Strategy" which was declared in 2002. In this context, the USA have increased its
aid to Africa and military existence in the continent. By looking at these
developments, it cannot be said that Africa has the main importance in the US
foreign policy; but, it can be understood that Africa will be a new conflict area for
the USA because of the developments and the other global actors' activities. On the
other hand, it causes suspicions that the USA interests on Africa have accrued while
there are new oil explorations in the continent. Because of these suspicions, these
questions should be answered; does the USA take action in the continent for its
national interests or to enhance democracy, human rights, etc... in the post Cold-War
arena? This essay will try to answer these questions by looking at characteristics of
the US foreign policy and its Africa policies historically, and explicating the US
current activities in the continent.
